The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) holds
approximately 800 public meetings per year to help the public
understand the important work we do and why we do it.

This brochure presents the NRC's public meeting policy and
procedures that emphasize enhancement of public participation.
Our current policy divides public meetings into three categories:
observation, information, and comment gathering.

On the Day of the Meeting

All visitors attending meetings at the NRC's White Flint North complex
in Rockville, Maryland, are screened through metal detectors and
their packages are x-rayed. All visitors aged 18 and older must
present a picture ID, and register their name, organization, time,
place, and purpose of their visit. Registered visitors are free to move
about without an escort in the public spaces located on the first-
floor lobby area.

Personal electronics (for example, cellular phones, computers,
cameras) are allowed inside NRC public meetings if they are not a
distraction to other participants. Taking photos or recording public
meetings is permitted on a case-by-case basis, with the approval
of the Director, Office of Public Affairs, or the Director, Division of
Facilities and Security.

Signs, banners, posters, and displays not larger than 18"x18” are
permitted at NRC meetings; however, they cannot be waved,
held over one’'s head, or generally moved about in the meeting
room because they are distracting to the participants and
audience. Signs, banners, posters, and displays affixed to sticks,
poles, and the like are not permitted in the meeting room.

The NRC is committed to providing an atmosphere of civility and
inclusion. If your actions significantly impact someone else’s ability
to participate, the staff will take appropriate actions to restore a

respectful environment.

Information Meeting with a Question and Answer Session

The NRC staff holds these meetings to share information with
interested groups. The meeting is meant to help you understand
the applicable regulatory issues and NRC actions. The NRC staff
will give presentations and engage with you in discussions. These
meetings are more informal than other types of meetings, so you
have more time to interact with the NRC staff. The NRC staff strives
to ensure sufficient time for the question and answer portion.
Examples of this meeting type include town halls, roundtable
discussions, and open house meetings.
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Comment Gathering

The NRC holds comment gathering meetings to receive your
feedback on regulatory issues and NRC actions. These meetings

typically include presentations
