By letter dated October 28, 2011, Entergy Operations, Inc., submitted an application pursuant to 
Title 1 0 of the Code of Federal Regulations ( 1 0 CFR) Part 51 and 1 0 CFR Part 54, to renew the 
Grand Gulf Nuclear Station, Unit 1 (GGNS), operating license NPF-29, for review by the U.S.
