On January 3, 2000 a sample was taken from the Calvert Cliffs Nuclear Power Plant Sewage Treatment
Plant effluent to perform the weekly analysis as required by the Site NPDES Permmit. On January 14,
2000 at 08:05 AM the laboratory reported that the total suspended solids analysis result was 54 mg/l; this
exceeds the Daily Maximum Limitation of 45 mg/l.

No impact upon receiving water was observed as a result of this event. The duration of this
noncompliance is not known. The cause of this event is not known and Is being Investigated. No “
operational changes or anomalies occurred on or just prior to January 3 and all other analysis results .
were normal. The result of the next sample, taken January 10, 2000, was € mg/l. The monthly Average
‘Effluent Limit is not expected to be exceeded.
