AMENDMENT TO FACILITY OPERATING LICENSES

The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (the Commission) has granted the request of
Wisconsin Electric Power Company (the licensee) to withdraw its July 30, 1998, application for
proposed amendments to Facility Operating License Nos. DPR-24 and DPR-27 for the Point
Beach Nuclear Plant, Units 1 and 2, located in Two Rivers, Wisconsin.

The proposed amendment would have revised the Technical Specifications to more
clearly define the requirements for service water system operability.

The Commission had previously issued a Notice of Consideration of Issuance of
Amendment published in the FEDERAL REGISTER on December 30, 1998 (63 FR 71976).
However, by letter dated December 21, 1999, the licensee withdrew the proposed change and
submitted a new amendment request, which superceded the July 30, 1998, request.
