surrounding area up to at least a circumference of approximately fifteen (15) 
miles, following the atomic bomb blast by the United States Forces.  

Dosages in rads, milliroentgens or other equivalent scientific measurements are 
desired. Please research your department's records and files and produce all 
writings which in any way report, discuss, reference or analyze such information.
