The Authority has reviewed the 1999 small and large break loss of coolant accident
(LOCA) peak cladding temperature (PCT) changes described in Reference 1. There are no
additional changes to the small or large break PCT since the submittal of Reference 2.
Therefore, the Indian Point 3 PCT remains below the maximum fuel cladding temperature of
2200°F, and Indian Point 3 continues to comply with 10 CFR 50.46. This letter satisfies the
annual reporting requirements of 10 CFR 50.46(a)(3)(ii).
