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1.0 oOpjectives of the Envirpnmental Protection Flan

The Environmental Protection Plan (EPP) 1s to provide for protectien of
enyfronmental values during canstroction and operatfon of the nuciear
facility. The principal obiectives of the EPP are &5 follows:

1. Ver{fy that the plant 5 operated in an environmentally acceptable
manner, as established by the FES and other NRC environmental impact

issessments.

2. Conrdfnate NRC requirements and maintain consfstency with othar Federal,
State and local requirements for environmental pratection.

3. Keep RRC fnformed of the environmental effects of facil{ty construction
and ocperation and of actions taken to control those offects.

Environmenta) concerns fdentified {n the FES which relate to water quality
matters are regulated by way of the Ticensee's NFDES permit.
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2.0 Environmental Protectfion Icsues

In the FE5-0L, the staff considered the environmental impacts associated with
the operation of the Calvert C1iffs Plant. Certain environmental f{ssues were
identified which required study or Ticense conditions te resglve environqental
concerns and to essure adequate protection of the envirorment. The Appendiz B
Environmental Technical Specifications issued with the licenses {ncluded
discharge restrictions and monitering programs to resclve the fssups, Prioe
te fssuance of this EFP, the requirements remaining {n the LTS were:

1. Protection of the aguatic environment by limiting the discharge of
dissolved $glids and acids and basas and an annual inventory of
trestment chemfcals added or used in the plant. [ETS 2.2.1, 2.2.2}

2. Surve{1lance programs for fish, crabs and oysters, and water quality to
Tstnhl1s? fmpact of plant operation on the aquati¢ =nyirocament.

Adquatic 1zsves are now addressed by the effluent 1imitationt and mondtering
requirsments continued in the effective NPDES Permit 1ssued by the $tate of
Haryland Department of Health and Mental Hygiene. The KR will rely an this
agency for regulation of matters fnvoTving water quality and aguatic biota.
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3.0 Consistency Keguirements

3.1 FPlant Design and Operation

The licensee may make changes in station design or operation or perform tests
or experiments affecting the envircnment provided such changes, tests or
experiments do not involve an unreviewsd environmental question, Changes in
plant desfgn or operation or performance of tests or experiments which do not
affect the environment are not subject to this requf rement ,

Before engaging 1n unauthorized construction or operational activities which
may affect the environment, $he licensee shall perform 2n environmental
evaluation of such activity.” When the evaluation indicates that such
activity fnvolves an unreeviewsd environmental question, the 1icensae thal)
provide a written evaluation of such activities and obtain prior approval from
the NRLC.

A proposed change, test or experiment shall be deemed to involve an unreviewsd
envirormental questien if 1t concerns (1) & matter which may vesult in a
significant incresse In any adverse enviroamental {mpact previgusly evaluated
in the final environmental statement {FES) as medified by staff's testimony to
the Atomic Safety and Licensing Board, supplements to the FEE, environmental
impact appraisals, or in any decisions of the Atomic Safety and Licensing
Board; or (2] a significant change in effluents or power level {in accordance
with 10 CFR El.th?le}: or (3] a matter not previously reviewed ind evaluated
Tn the documents specified in [1) of this Subsection, which may have a
signiffcant adverse environmental impact.

The Ticensee shall maintain records of changes in facility design or operatiom
and of tests snd experiments carried out pursuant to this Subsection. Thess
records shall inclyde a written evaluation which provides bases for the
determination that the change, test, or experiment does not invelve an
unreviewed environmentz] quéestion.

Activitfes guverned by Section 3.3 of this EPPF are not subject to the
requirements of this section.

Activities are excluded from this requirement 1f all measurable
nenradfolegical effects are confined to the onsite avreas previously
disturbed during site preparztion, plent construction and previous plant
oparation.

Studies and/or related documentaticn at the same time 1t 1s subaitted to
the permitiing agency.

Changes and mdditions to the NPDES Permit or the State 40] Certification
shall be reported to the NRC within 30 days following the date the
change 1s approved, If a permit or certification, in part or in its
entirety, is appeaTed and stayed, the NRC shall be notified within 30
days following the date the stay 13 granted.

The HRC shall be notified of changes to the effective NPDES Parmit
proposed By the 1fcensee by providing NRC with i topy of the proposed
change at the same time it is submitted to the permi{ting agency, Tha
1icensee shall provide the NRC a copy of the applicztion for renewal of
the NPDES Permit at the same time the application 15 submitted te the
permitting agency.

4.1 Significant Environmental Events

Any cccurrence of a significant event that indicates or ¢ould Tasult in
significant envirpnmental impact causally related to station operatien shall
be recorded ang promptly reported to the NRC within 24 hours followed by a
writien report within 30 days. Mo routine monitering programs are required to
implement this condftion.

The written report shall (a) describe, analyze, and evaluate the event,
including extent and magnityde of the impact and plant cperatin
characteristics, (b} describe the probable cause of the event, ?c] ind{cate
the action taken to correct the reported event, {d) indicate the corrective
action taken to preclude repetitien of the event and to prevent similar
eccurrences involving similar components or systems, and (e) {ndicate the
agencies notified and their preliminary responses.

ivents reportable under this subsection which 21so require reports to other
Federal, State or local agencies shall be reported in accordance with those
reporting requirements in T{ey of the reguiremsnts of this subsection. The
NRC shall be provided a copy of such repOTt 8t the same time 1t 1% submittad
%t the other agency.

The following are examples of significant enviromcents) events: excessive
bird Impaction events; onsite plant or animal disease outbreaks; martality or
unusuyl occurrence of any specizs protected by the Endangered Species Act of
1973; unusual fish kiTls; and incresse 1n nuisance organisms or conditions.
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
