- Review proposed changes to NRC’s assessment programs, including the integrated
review of assessment processes, the senior management meeting, risk-informed baseline
inspection case studies, and proposed changes to the inspection program; and programs for
risk-based analysis of reactor operating experience including risk-informed performance
indicators.

The Subcommittee on Thermal-Hydraulic Phenomena will meet on November 19
from 8:30 a.m. until 12:00 noon. The subcommittee will review the Westinghouse
methodology for best-estimate small-break loss of coolant accident analysis, using the
WCOBRA/TRAC code.
