-- Proposed Commission paper concerning options for risk-informed revisions to 10 CFR Part
50 - “domestic licensing of production and utilization facilities;”

-- Options for incorporating risk insights into the 10 CFR 50.59 process, whereby licensees can
make certain changes to their facility and conduct tests and experiments without prior NRC
approval.
