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NRC ISSUES DRAFT GUIDANCE ON COMPLIANCE
WITH RADIOLOGICAL CRITERIA FOR LICENSE TERMINATION

The Nuclear Regulatory Commission staff has issued for public comment draft
guidance on how to demonstrate compliance with radiation levels permitted for license
termination after a nuclear facility permanently shuts down.

The Commission has authorized interim use of the draft guidance, titled
“Demonstrating Compliance with the Radiological Criteria for License Termination,”
(DG-4006) for the next two years. A final version of the guide will then incorporate
public comments and experience gained during the interim use.
