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NRC NAMES NEW SENIOR RESIDENT INSPECTOR
AT CRYSTAL RIVER NUCLEAR POWER PLANT

U. S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission officials in Atlanta have announced the assignment of
James Scott Stewart as the new Senior Resident Inspector at the Crystal River Nuclear Plant in Crystal
River, Florida.
