Commonwealth Edison (CornEd) Company appreciates the opportunity to comment on 
the petition for rulemaking, identified in Reference 1.

We urge 
adoption of the purposed rule change and we agree with NEI that promulgation as a 
direct final rule should be considered.  

Improvements to Zirconium based cladding materials increase corrosion resistance 
performance and are important to support higher burnup fuel management strategies. It 
is also important to eliminate unnecessary administrative burden and make effective use 
of NRC, licensee and nuclear cotractor resources.
