WITHDRAWAL OF REQUEST FOR RELIEF FROM ASME CODE REQUIREMENTS

In a September 27, 2000 letter (Serial No. 00-469), Virginia Electric and Power
Company proposed an alternative to the qualification and certification of VT-2 visual
examiners requirements established by ASME Section Xl, paragraph IWA-2300 for the
remainder of the current inspection interval for North Anna and Surry Power Stations
Units 1 & 2. The proposed alternative to the Code qualification and certification
requirements was Code Case N-546 with additional provisions.

Code Case N-546 with the additional provisions was discussed in a telephone
conference call with the NRC staff on October 12, 2000. In that call, the NRC stated
that periodic requalification testing would also be required in addition to the provision of
our proposed alternative. We have reevaluated the cost benefit associated with Code
Case N-546 and the additional requalification testing requirement and have decided to
withdraw our relief request to use Code Case N-546.
