Dear Ms. Galef:

I am responding to your letter of July 13, 2000, to the President concerning the replacement of
the existing steam generators at Consolidated Edison Company of New York’s (ConEd) Indian
Point Nuclear Generating Unit No. 2 (IP2). You requested the President’s assistance regarding
the pending decision on the operation of IP2 prior to ConEd’s replacing of the steam
generators.

At the time of your letter, the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) staff was conducting
a comprehensive review of ConEd’s proposal to restart and operate the plant for a limited
period of time with the existing steam generators. However, on August 8, 2000, ConEd
informed the NRC that a decision was made to immediately enter the steam generator
replacement outage at IP2 rather than pursue a short period of operation prior to replacement.

ConEd’s steam generator replacement team, which includes Duke Engineering Services and
Morrison Knudsen, commenced the work in August 2000, and completed the replacement in
November 2000.

I thank you for your interest in this matter and I trust that this letter addresses your concerns.
