RE: Memorializing Governor Pataki, Nuclear Regulatory Commission, and the Public Service 

Commission to Identify Potential Sites and Encourage Private Sector Construction of Power 

Plants Across the State 

Honorable Legislators: 

Recent events in California have caused many states across the country to examine their power 

supplies and possible alternative sources to providing electricity without interruption. Here in New York.  

efforts are ongoing to avoid a catastrophe the likes of which California is experiencing. In many 

northeastern states. energy officials have developed a plan that would pay consumers on a voluntary basis 

to reduce demand for public power by going off the power grid and using their diesel powered generator 

when prices exceed acceptable levels or when an emergency situation has occurred. However. the New 

York Independent System Operator. which runs the states power grid. prohibits diesel powered generators 

to be used in response to escalating prices, but allows their use in emergency situations. Concern over the 

use of diesel generators stems from the elevated pollutants put into the air through their use.  

In order to avoid blackouts like those in California. the New York State Independent System 

Operator stated that 8.600 megawatts of new power plant capacity are needed by 2005. a 25% increase 

from what is currently in existence. The ISO has projected if these power plants are built. New York 

residents could see $ 1.4 billion reduction in energy costs statewide. If no new plants are built and the 

ccononmy maintains modest growth, prices can be expected to rise 14% and the state's surplus power level 

xuIll be cut in half.  
Furthermore. businesses throughout New York State should receive financial incentives that 

encourage the development and use of nuclear power. clean coal and hvdro electric power the effects of 

greater development of these alternative methods of power will be felt in the short term as well as the long 

term for businesses and residents of New York State.  

With concerns of pollution diesel generators and other fossil fuel counterparts produce. the most 

viable option is to expand our state's nuclear capacity. President Bush has called upon a number of states 

to expand their power plant capacity to ward off a possible power shortage in the future. Construction of 

nuclear power plants should begin immediately as prices for natural gas continue to escalate with no relief 

in sight. Therefore. please join me in memorializing Governor Pataki. the Nuclear Regulatory Commission, 

and the Public Service Commission to identify, potential sites and expedite applications for the construction 

of nuclear power plants. as %%ell as. establish financial incentives to encourage private sector interest in 

building nuclear power plants across New York State.
