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The Conmmission has issued the enclosed Amendment ,L'os. 28 and 26 to 
Facility License Nos. flPR-29 and DPR-30, respectively, for the Quad 
Cities Station, Units 1 and 2. These amendments are in response to 
your request dated September 17, 1975.  

These amendments modify the technical specification requirements for 
certain environmental sample locations, frequencies and monitoring 
instruments used for determining the presence of radioisotopes in 
the environment in the vicinity of the Quad Cities '!uclear Povwer 
Station. The changes consist of eliqination of certain monitoring 
instruments or sarples w,.hich have proved of limited value and the 
addition of other instruments and sample types which provide better 
indication of environmental conditions.  

We have evaluated the potential for environmental impact of plant 
operation in accordance with the enclosed amendments. The amendments 
apply to sampling locations and sampling frequencies. 1-le have 
determined that the amendments do not authorize a chanqe in effluent 
types or total amounts nor an increase In poicr level, and will not 
result in any siqnificant environmental impact. Pavini made this 
determination, we have further concluded that the amendrents involve 
an action vhich is insiqnificant from the standpoint of environmental 
irm-pact and pursuant to 10 CFR ý541 5(d)(A") that an environ-,nental statement, 
neqative declaration or environnental im'pact appraisal need not be 
prepared in connection with the issuance of these amendments.

Since the amendments apply only to the environmental sampling locations 
and to sampling frequencies, they do not involve significant new safety 
information of a type not considered by a previous Commission safety 
review of the facility. They do not involve a significant increase in 
the probability or consequences of an accident, do not involve a 
significant decrease in a safety margin, and therefore do not involve a 
significant hazards consideration. UAe have &lso concluded that there 
Is reasonable assurance that the health and safety of the public will 
not be endangered by this action.
