The development of site criteria is & complex problem beceuse
of the wide varistion in environmental conditions in different
locetions and the variations in reactor charecteristics and
associuated protection which can be enzineereéd into & reactor
facility. Any cifrteria developed should be generally applicable
to widely variable conditions. Comments end suggestions of the
interested public on this problem are being solitited at this
time.

On the basis of the comments recelved, the Coumission will
consider the advisability of revising its regulations to
include more definitive provisions for site evaluation.

This important subject of site eviluation is under continuing
study by the Commission and the Advisory Comuittee an Reactor
Safeguards.
