Meeting Purpose: To ascertain whether it would be useful to get a copy
of the security plans from spent fuel storage
facilities for Fluor to fulfill their SOW obligations
to DOE concerning repository conceptual design.

In the afternoon we had an opportunity to view the GE Morris physical security
plan, the DOE West Valley facility plan, as well as the VEPCO Surry security
plan and training manual which is under review for licensing.
