One Deficiency and two Areas Requiring Corrective Action (ARCA) were identified during this
exercise: however the Deficiency and both ARCAs were satisfactorily corrected prior to this final report.

Based on the results of this exercise, the offsite radiological emergency response plans and preparedness
for the State of Delaware and the affected local jurisdictions, site-specific to the SHCNGS, can be
implemented and are adequate to provide reasonable assurance that appropriate measures can be taken
offsite to protect the public health and safety in the event of a radiological emergency at the site.
