Except as provided herein, all terms and conditions of the document referenced in llam 9A or 10A, as heretofore changed, remains unchanged and in full force and effect.
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The purpose of this modification is to 1) provide incremental funding for additional guard
service in the amount of $57,000, 2) modify section C.1 to include two new head quarter sites,
~ 3) replace section C.9.3, Intoxicants and Narcotics, 4) revise section C.18 to add Ralph
Sanchez as a Shift Supervisor 5) revise the post order, and 6) clarify breakdown of obligated
funds under Modification No. 18. - Accordlngly the contract is modified as follows:

1) Under Sectlon B.2, the total amount obligated is increased by $57 000 from 11,104,990 to
$11,161,990. The amount obligated is for additional guard service.

2) Revise Section C.1 to mclude providing or the secunty/safety of personnel and protectlon of
property and information at two newly leased NRC locations as follows: .

Bethesda, MD 20814 Rockville, MD 20853

While these new sites are undergoing construction it may be necessary to use temporary
additional guard services for protection of NRC property at these locations. Once security
planning has been completed for these sites this contract will be modified to add post orders
relating specific duties of on-going guard services at these locations.

3) Section C.9.3 Intoxicants and Narcotics is hereby replaced with the following clauses:
“C.9.3 INTOXICANTS AND NARCOTICS

The Contractor employees shall not possess, sell, consume, or be under the influence of
intoxicants, drugs or controlled substances which produce similar effects. Except in an official
capacity, the contractor's employees shall not possess illegal narcotics, dangerous drugs,
controlled substances, or marijuana either on or off duty. Security personnel shall not
consume alcoholic beverages 8 hours prior to entering on duty.

All security officers and supervisors shall undergo a pre-employment and random monthly drug
screening examination by a Board-certified laboratory, that is Department of Health and
Human Services (HHS) approved, at the contractors expense. The contractor shall provide a
drug screening plan that complies with HHS specifications to the NRC Project Officer or
designee for approval within 30 days of the contract award. At a minimum, two employees
from this contract shall be randomiy selected and drug tested each month. Selection for
random screening shall be conducted by the Project Officer or designee drawing a name from
a container that includes the names of all guards on the guard force. A representative of the
contractor shall be in attendance at the drawing. In accordance with the HHS specifications,
all laboratory test results shall be reviewed by a qualified medical review officer prior to NRC
Project Officer or designee notification. At a minimum, drug screening will test for the following
five (5) substances at the following cutoff levels (nanogram per miliiliter, ng/mL): '

All contractor personnel providing services under this contract during which an accident occurs
that results in (1) a death or personal injury requiring immediate hospitalization, or (2) damage
to government or private property in excess of $2,500 shall also undergo Board-certified
laboratory drug screening. The contractor shall take appropriate action to comply with the
terms of this clause if any contractor personnel providing services under this contract refuses
to provide a testing sample or receives a test result that exceeds the above specified levels.
Additionally, the contractor shall notify the Project Officer of the action taken as a result of any
. contractor personnel providing services under this contrack refusing to provide a testing sample
or receiving a test result that exceeds the specified levels set forth in this clause. Failure to .
comply with the provisions of this clause may constitute grounds for termlnatlon of the contract
for default.

C.9.4 Relief by an Intoxicated Person

An employee who has reason to believe that the person reporting as relief is intoxicated or
under the influence of intoxicating drugs, or shows evidence of impaired effectiveness from
having used intoxicating drugs, shall decline to be relieved, and shall immediately notify the
NRC Project Officer or designee and the Project Manager or Supervisor. Accepting relief by
an individual known or suspected to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs shall require the
contractor to suspend and/or remove both employees from the contract.

C.9.5 Prescribed Narcotics

Contractor employees shall not be assigned to security posts under this contract if using
narcotics or other controlied substances prescribed by a licensed physician that would impair
their ablhty to perform under this contract. '

C.9.6 Prescription Drugs

4)Section C.18 is hereby revised to add_ as a Shift Supervisor. This addition’
was effective February 8, 2006.
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5) The post order are revised as follows and hereby attached to this modiﬁcation:

Post 19 is being eliminated. Post 18, Exterior Rover - Plaza will assume some of the
duties of Post 19.

The Post Orders identified below contained substantial changes that need to be
incorporated into the guard services contract. Since many Post Orders required
modifications, all of Post Orders are being re-issued to provide an up-to-date set. Post
Orders 2, 5, 11, 13, and 16 had no substantial changes.

Post Orders for Posts 1, 9, 14, and 15, have been modified to include the
following statement on cameras:

“The possession of a camera, to include a personally owned camera-equipped
cell phone, is not prohibited in most areas of NRC buildings, however, the taking
of photographs with any type of device anywhere inside NRC buildings without
the prior approval by the Director, Division of Facilities and Security, is
prohibited. Visitors in possession of a camera, personally owned camera-
equipped cell phone or other photo taking devise, and their escort, are fo be
advised that photo taking is prohibited. (Management Directive 12.1, "NRC
Facilities Security Program,” Part Il, "Physical Security Requirements for the
Protection of Classified Information,” (A) (2-4), dated April 14, 2004, should be
referred to for additional guidance.)”

This modification was approved by -r, Wackenhut, and

instituted on September 21, 2005.

The Post Order for Post 3 has been modified to include procedures associated
with the main vehicle entrance and the OWFN garage. These procedures were
instituted by Special Order on September 2, 2005.

Post Orders for Posts 4, 6, 8 and 12 have been modified to clearly state that
these rovers are to ensure that all telephone, electrical and CPU closet doors,
located on each floor of the buildings, are eecured

The modification to these Post Orders was approved by —,
Wackenhut, and instituted on September 21, 2005.

The Post Order for Post 7 has been modifiad to incorporate revised procedures
for the NRC main vehicle entrance.

A Siecial Post Order/instruction was issued and instituted by

Project Manager, Wackenhut, on September 2, 2005.
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. The Post Order for Post 17 has been modify to change the hours of the post
from 6 a.m. to 11 p.m. to 5 a.m. to 11 p.m., Monday through Friday, except
holidays. Additionally, the orders have been revised to clearly define the duties
at the OWFN garage entrance.

° The Post Order for Post 18 has been modified to mcorporate dutles at the
Rockville Pike exit during specified times.

o The Post Order for Post 19 has be revised to indicate that the Post has been
' Eliminated. _ .
NOTE: The change in post orders has provided a cost savings to NRC in the amount of -
$28,170 for FY 2006 and $84,344.70 for FY 2007. However the ceiling is not being
decreased at this time, because NRC will be completing a modification for additional
guard service for the two new headquarter sites once they are operational.
