Limited thorium wastes are generally disposed of in compliance
with 20.303 and 20.304, All possible material 1s returned to
the production cycle for economic reasons. Some material which
cannot be reclaimed and which is not sultable for dispoesal”
through release into sewerage systems or by burial is incinerated
in a safe manner. In all cases, the material being incincerated
has a maximum nominal concentration of only 3% thorium.

Burning iz accomplished on an open dump (not accessible to
the public) at polnts 800 feet to a mile or more from the
nearest plant building or habitation. An incinerator stack
is not used.

The normal care exercized in burning wet magnesium chips
insures that the operator will not be excessively exposed
to the fumes from the fire., Based on *he tests conducted,
direct inhalation of the smoke would nct he injurious with
respect to the radloactive material content.

The ashes contalning the thorium are left on the private
dump where they are diluted by other ashes and buried.
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
