A.1 SEAT BELTS

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STATEMENT OF WORK

BACKGROUND

The U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) White Flint Headquarters Complex (WFC) is
located at 11555 Rockville Pike, Rockville, Maryland, 20852-2738. In order to support an
immediate need to substantially increase the workforce size, the Office of Administration (ADM)
has established a Space Optimization Program to create new WFC workstations and offices on
the P-I level of the WFC building. To eliminate odors and prevent operational mishaps, we
recommend the grease trap and water heater be relocated to the P-2 garage level.

OBJECTIVES
The objective of this project is to have a general contractor purchase materials and supply the
labor to perform the following work. Provide services to relocate one grease trap 17"x49" and
one water heater in room P-144 to the P-2 level of the OWFN parking garage, build an enclosed
insulated drywall room around the grease trap approximately 10'x12', purchase and install ceiling
mount heating fan and supply exhaust through the concrete slab below this area into the P-3
sewage ejection room.

SCOPE OF WORK
The scope of work for relocating the grease trap and constructing an enclosed insulated drywall
room project includes, but is not limited to:

*During construction the contractor shall ensure all service to all the building and cafeteria
sewer system are restored prior to each business day.

*Cut and cap the existing 1-1/2" vent line in the existing trap room.

*Re-route the existing inlet grease line and connect to the existing sewer line within the
grease trap room.

*Rework the existing grease line on the P-2 level to feed Into the relocated grease trap.

Connect the relocated trap to the existing sewer stack.

*Connect the relocated grease trap to an existing vent piping located in the P-2 level of the
parking garage.



* Construct an insulated room approximately 10' x 12'. Room to be constructed of
20 GA metal studs and 5/8" fire code gypsum board. Gypsum board must be off the floor
6" or more (one row of block).

* Room to be prepped and painted on the interior and exterior.

* Furnish and install one 3'0 x 6' 8" hollow metal B fire rated door, frame and associated
hardware. Hardware to be Corbin Russin entry function or equal (NRC will provide keyway).

* Furnish and install two 2'x2' fluorescent light fixtures 277V F32T8 with switch.

* Furnish and install the necessary power for the grease trap, one new 20 amp circuit with two
duplex outlets.

• Provide and install a 7.5 KW 227v unit heater with thermostat and disconnect.

Contractor will be responsible for taking all necessary measurements (NRC will confirm).

•Fumish and install an exhaust fan for the newly constructed room. New fan to be inline
fan and ducted from the new room to the sewage ejection room located on the P-3 level.

Disconnect existing water heater in room P-144 and relocate to the grease trap room located
the P-2 level.

Extend the existing piping from the disconnect down through the floor to the grease trap
room located on the P-2 level also insulate new piping.

All work must be coordinated with the Project Officer and scheduled between 3:00 p.m.
and 11:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, with the exception of weekend work 7:00 a.m.
through 3:00 p.m. Saturday and Sunday.

General Work Schedules:

The working hours are to be coordinated with the NRC Project Officer for each individual work
order.

GENERAL CONDITIONS



Standards of Conduct:

The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining satisfactory standards of employee conduct

and integrity during the performance of this contract.

Accessibility and Recording Presence:

The facility may be occupied during the performance of the work. The Contractor shall be
expected to coordinate his work with others using the premises and other contractors.

The Contractor shall submit In writing. all names, date of birth, and social security numbers
of personnel scheduled to work on the site prior to gaining access to the WVFC. Each
contract employee shall shan In when reporting for work each dav and when leaving at the
end of the day. The NRC Form 205 will be used for this period and Is located at the
Security Station in the lobby of One and/or Two White Flint North. _Contractor access badges
shall be worn in such a manner that is clearly visible at all times when workers are within the
building. Badges cannot be taken from the building when leaving for any reason. The
Government reserves the right to deny access to the building and terminate access to Contractor
employees, as it deems appropriate, which would be in the best interest of the Government.

Site Investigation and Conditions at the Work Site:

It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to inspect the site, determine the quantity of work
involved, compare the specifications with the work to be done. The Contractor shall verify all
information shown on the drawings (if applicable) at no additional cost to the Government.
Failure to do so will in no way relieve the Contractor from furnishing any materials or performing
any work that may be required to carry out the work in accordance with the Statement of Work.

Liability:

The Contractor shall, without additional cost to the Government, be responsible for obtaining
insurance that is currently in force throughout the duration of this contract. The insurer and
Contractor shall save, keep harmless and indemnify the Government against any and all liability
claims and/or loss of any kind and nature for Injury or death to a person or persons, loss or
damage to property, Government or otherwise, occurring in connection with or incidental to, or
arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operation of equipment, etc., or performance of work
in connection with this contract from the omissions or from negligent acts of the Contractor.



Contractor Inspection:

The Contractor shall inspect the quality of work being performed to assure that the scope of
services requested in the contract is being accomplished in the manner as described in the
Statement of Work of the contractlindividual work order.

Government Inspection and Acceptance of Services:

The Government wi inspect all services requested in the contract at various times. These
inspections will be performed in such a manner that will not unduly interfere or delay the work
that is being performed by the Contractor. If any of the requirements of the contract do not
conform with the terms and conditions, the Government may require the Contractor to correct
such deficiencies at no additional cost to the Government. If such deficiencies cannot be
corrected by the Contractor, the Government may correct the deficiencies and deduct the costs
from the amount of the contract and/or terminate the contract for default.

Housekeeping:

The Contractor and Its workers shall clean up after themselves each night, dispose of any
trash and leave the work site In a safe condition . All debris and dirt shall be removed from
the work area daily and disposed of off-site in the Contractor's furnished containers. Upon
completion of work, the Contractor shall leave the premisses in a clean condition. Unless
otherwise specified. all materials and equipment removed shall remain the property of the
Government. When the removed materials and equipment are specified as Contractor property,
the Contractor shall remove them from the job site. The Contractor is not allowed to use
Government trash dumpsters or compactors.

Contractor Supervision:

The Contractor shalt arrange for satisfactory supervision of the work described in this contract.
The Contractor or supervisor shall be available at all times when the contract work is in progress,
to receive notices, reports, or requests from the Contracting Officer or his or her representatives.
It is the policy of the NIRC not to directly or indirectly exercise direction or supervision of the
Contractor's employees and/or subcontractors.

The NRC Is not responsible for tools or equipment. etc., left on the Job site.

Workmanship:

The Contractor shall furnish all supplies, materials, and equipment necessary for the
performance of the work described In the Statement of Work unless otherwise specified.



Materials and supplies to be used shall be commercially available products from reputable
manufacturers or suppliers. Upon request, the Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer
a list giving the name of the manufacturer, the brand name, and the intended use of each of the
materials that is being proposed to be used in the performance of the work. The Contractor shall
not use any material which the Contracting Officer determines would be unsuitable for this
purpose, or harmful to the surfaces to which applied or to any other part of the building, its
contents, or equipment.

All work under this contract shall be performed in a skillful and professional manner and shall be
in compliance with all laws, ordinances and regulations (Federal, State, County, City or
otherwise).

Except as otherwise provided in the Statement of Work, no charge for extra work or materials will
be allowed unless ordered, in writing by the Contracting Officer, and the price stated in such
modification.

Unless otherwise specified in the Statement of Work, the Contractor guarantees all work to be in
accordance with contract requirements and free from defective or inferior materials, equipment
and workmanship.

The Contracting Officer may require, in wrilting, that the Contractor remove from the project any
employee the Contracting Officer deems incompetent, careless or otherwise objectionable. The
Contractor shall promptly repair all damages caused to adjacent areas which resulted from
negligence on the part of the Contractor.

Safety and Hazardous Material Handling:

The delivery and storage of materials and equipment and accomplishment of all work shall be
made with a minimum of Interference to Government operations and personnel.

The Contractor shall also comply
with all OSHA and EPA regulations as they may apply to all the work requested by the
Government.

Parking:

No vehicles will be left parked at the loading dock after loading or unloading. Limited
parking on site may be available for contractors between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 1:00 a.m.,
Monday through Friday, and 7:00 a~m. through 7:00 p.m. on weekends.

Government Furnished Property:

The Contractor may have use of the freight elevator on specific times which shall be coordinated

with the NRC Project Officer.

DELIVERABLES

Material Safety Data Sheets:

The Contractor shall provide material safety data sheets to the NRC Project Officer for review
and approval by NRC's Safety and Health Representatives prior to starting any work on this
project. The contractor shall be aware that use of certain substances may require the ventilation
of areas, which may impact the schedule.

Proposed Work Schedule:

The Contractor shall submit a work schedule to the NRC Project Officer which provides a
detailed sequence of the overall project operations, including a proposed start-up date for the
project and a projected completion date for all work. In order to allow for project coordination,
this report shall be provided to the Government at least 72 hours prior to commencing any
work on this project. The NRC must be notified immediately If any usage of certain substances
will impact the project schedule. Changes to the schedule must be made accordingly.

All requirements in the Statement of Work shall be completed by the contractor within (14) day
after the contract has been awarded, unless an extension has been grated by the Contractor
Officer.
