Strainer (SFSS) that employs suction flow control device (SFCD) technology. The SFSS with SFCD technology has been used in
both pressurized water reactor (PWR) and boiling water reactor (BWR) commercial nuclear power plants throughout the US and
Asia (i.e., Japan, Republic of China).

The SFSS is a totally passive component with no mechanical, electrical, or I&C devices. The SFSS is neither fabricated with nor
contains any SNM, source, byproduct, or radioactive waste materials. The SSFS is made entirely of fabricated stainless-steel pipe,
plate, and structural shapes. The SFSS components are assembled by a combination of welding, bolting, and riveting.

The primary and only purpose of the SFSS is to filter loss-of-coolant-accident (LOCA) generated debris (i.e., pipe and equipment
insulation, paint and coating particulate, cable insulation particulate, concrete remnants, etc.) and prevent the debris from entering
the pump suctions of the Emergency Core Cooling System (ECCS) and Containment Spray System (CSS), which could render the
subject pumps and / or other downstream components inoperable.

The design and fabrication of the SFSS is classified as Nuclear Safety Related. Accordingly, all activities are subject to the
requirements of 10 CFR Part 50 Appendix B (Quality Assurance Program).
