RA-6 research reactors A current available balance in the amount of $8920.00 is reflected in our accountlng
system report and is also included in the transmittal to NRC for your use. The NNSA Y-12 Site Office is in the
process of adding additional funds for other export license applications to be submitted later in 2008; however,
the balance of $8920.00 is available for the processing of the two attached LEU export license applications

Please note the French shipping package required for the supply of this LEU will expire after June 2008 and
there will be an extended gap in its certification. It is anticipated that LEU fuel feed material can not be shipped
to fabricators between June 30, 2008 and around May 2009. If shipments are not made prior to that time,
insufficient feedstock material at the manufacturing facilities could have negative impacts on

the research reactor community. NRC's cooperation to expedite the
