Fuel Services, Inc. (NFS) Emergency Plan. We have completed our review of the changes,
and find them acceptable. Specifically, we agree that the changes do not decrease the
effectiveness of the emergency response program. During our review, we noted several areas
that could be improved. These areas are addressed in the comments enclosed. Please
consider these areas when you prepare you next update. Condition S-1 of your license shall be
revised in a future license amendment to include the date of this submittal.

Upon receipt of the subject submittal, we assigned this action Technical Assignment Control
(TAC) number L31954. This letter accepts the changes, therefore, TAC L31954 is closed.

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AREAS FOR IMPROVEMENT
IN THE NFS EMERGENCY PLAN

1. The following figures are difficult to read:

a, Figure 1-2 runs off the left side of the page. Some building numbers in the legend were
lost.

b, Figure 1-5 is very poor quality and the census data is old (1990). An updated and better
quality figure should be provided.

c. Figure 2-1 is poor quality and difficult to read. A more legible figure should be provided.
d. Figure 5-3 runs off the left side of the page and it is very difficult to read the notes. You

should consider enlarging the figure to 11 inches x 17 inches.
e. Figures 6-1, 6-2, and 6-3 run off the left side of the page. Some legend information was

lost on Figure 6-1.

2. Section 2.1.2,
M. The source term used to estimate offsite impacts should be provided.

3. The following comments should be considered when updating Figure 3-3, Emergency
Information Message Form:

a. Suggest spelling out "ECD" just in case someone is unfamiliar with the term.
b. The purpose of the first blank is unclear. Is it for a name?
c, Suggest including additional weather information (i.e., temperature, precipitation, cloud

cover, etc.).
d. The blank space for the off-site protective action recommendation fails to capture all the

information provided on Table 5.2. If you recommend an action, you need to define the
areas where the action is recommended.
