Dear Dr. Wierzbicki: 

Enclosed is Amendment No. 63 to your NRC Material License No. 21-03646-03in 
accordance with your request. Please note that the changes made to your license are 
printed in bold font. 

During our review of your shielding calculations for the new HDR room, NRC found 
that for areas identified as A and C on your diagram, calculated radiation levels 
exceed 2 mR/hr. Therefore, prior to using the new HDR room for treatments please 
complete a full radiation survey of all adjacent areas and institute adequate controls 
to assure that dose to unrestricted areas does not exceed 2mWhr. Please maintain a 
copy of this survey for NRC review. 

Please review the enclosed document carefully and be sure that you understand all 
conditions. If there are any errors or questions, please notify the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission, Region I l l  office at (630) 829-9887 so that we can provide appropriate 
corrections and answers.
