Schedule an inspection to coincide with this testing.

Obtain and review the test procedures for cranes, hoists, and 1ifting
equipment prior to witnessing the test.

Review Regulatory Guide 1.68, 1.104, applicable portions of the FSAR,
SER, Technical Specifications, and docket correspondence. Verify
that cranes, hoists, and 1ifting equipment are adequately tested to
ensure that NRC requirements and licensee commitments are satisfied.

Observe licensee personnel conducting the test. Verify that:

tests are conducted in accordance with approved procedures,

approved test procedures are available to personnel conducting
the test,

test equipment is properly installed,
test data is collected and recorded in the approved manner, and

evaluate the licensee personnel's ability to conduct the test.
