ANALYSTIS AND FINDINGS

An snalysis of the December 27, 1957 statement regarding change in
corporate designation and the January 1k, 1958 application for a
special nuclear material licemnse with Jenuary 27, 1958 supplement
thereto - both filings being here construed as spplications for
amendment to License No. SNM-98 as heretofore amended - hasg resulted
in the following observations, conclusions and findings.

The applicant in its December 27 filing represents that effective
January 1, 1958, Bsker & Company, Inc., was merged with and became

e subsidiary corporate division of Engelhard Industries, Inc. It
states that the activity previously suthorized under License No,
SNM-98, as smended would continue to be performed without change in
procedure and location. The applicant in its January 1% application
as supplemented, requests that it be supplied with and authorized to-
receive snd possess quantities of special nuclear and source material
for use as isotopic and spectrographic standards in its enriched cold
scrap recovery process. ‘The material involved consists of fifteen
(15),(0.3 grams each) isotopic uraniym standards ranging through
various enrichment degrees from 1% . ; end a 500 grams normal [ . ¢
uranium spectrographic sample of statew physicael and chemical specs.
That part of its application involving source material activity is
the subject of License C-3387, Amendment No. 2, Docket No. 40-680.

The proposed use of the special nuclear material not heretofore
anthorized is for the conduct of research and development activities
of the type specified in Section 31 of the Act.

Based upon our review of the informetion furnished by applicant, it

is concluded that it is qualified by reason of training and ex-
perience to continue the conduct of the operations previously
authorized Baker & Company, Inc., in accordance with the determina-
tions in the June 25, 1957 Memorandum to Files, which is herein
incorporated by reference. It is further concluded that applicant

is similarly quelified to use the special nuclear material it requests.
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here for the purpose intended; that no features of accidental criticality
are present as to this latter quantity; and that its procedures, '
facilities and equipment are adequate to protect health and to minimize
danger to life or property. The material is available for allocation.

Adequate corporate data has been provided and the filings have been sub-
mitted under oath.

Tt is therefore determined that the applications conform to the require-

“ments of the Act and the regulations of the Commission and that

License No. SNM-98, as amended, may be further amended to authorize the
activity proposed by applicant.
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
