Also Re - A telephone conversation with
the licensee on 2-25-09, in response to my inquiry as to the identity of the manufacturer/distributor of the gauge
and the model number of the gauge, the licensee related that on an old leak test record from November 29,
1965, it made reference to "Instruments Incorporated, a Division of National Tank Company, Tulsa, Oklahoma
as the apparent manufacturer/distributor of the device and the model number as "Y-1665".

SUMMARY

In a telephone conversation with Mr. Broderick on this date, | related the above information and that my search
of the SS&D registry identified no information for "Instruments Incorporated, Division of National Tank
Company" of Tulsa, Oklahoma but did have some sources registered for "NATCO (division of National Tank
Co. — formerly C.E. IN-VAL-CO)" of Tulsa, Oklahoma. Only three of the registered sources contained Ra-226
and only one of the three had a maximum activity that would equal or exceed 20 millicuries and it had a
maximum activity of 25 millicuries (Mode! No. B-20-06) but none of the three had a model number that even
resembled Model Number Y-1665. Mr. Broderick referred me to a Mr. Dale McHard of his group who had been
working with the State of Oklahoma since 1958 with source registrations. Mr. McHard stated that he did
vaguely remembers C.E. IN-VAL-CO but that they have no registration records for the subject make and model
of device.
