PROGRAM SCOPE

The licensee is authorized to use and/or store licensed material at two locations; one in Evansville, Indiana
and the other at Mt. Vernon, Indiana. The Evansville, Indiana location was authorized for numerous fixed

auges containing Am-241. At the time of the inspection, the licensee had possessed 13 gauges used for
evel measurements of containers. Since the last inspection, the licensee had transferred 15 gauges to the
man||i|facturer.k The Mt. Vernon, Indiana location was authorized to possess millicurie quantities of I-125 in
small in-vitro kits.

Observations and Findings

The insrector interviewed selected individuals that are authorized to use and/or handle radioactive
material; The inspector identified that each individual interviewed had adequate knowledge to ensure the
safe use of licensed material. The inspector did a representative physical inventory of sealed and _ .
unsealed radioactive material possessed at both of the licensee’s facilities. The inspector did not identify
any missing radioactive material. The licensee performed shutter checks on all installed devices; the
shutters functioned as designed during the inspection. The inspector reviewed documentation associated
with the transfer of devices {(incoming and outgoing), inventory of all radioactive material, leak tests and
shutter tests; no abnormal issues were identified.

During the previous inspection, the NRC identified a violation of NRC requirements concerning the failure
to conduct inventories of all radioactive material. The inspector determined that the licensee had
arprogriate inventory and controls during this inspection; Consequently, the NRC considers this violation
closed.
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
