PROGRAM SCOPE

The licensee is authorized to perform licensed operations, under reciprocity, within NRC jurisdiction. The
licensee was based in Louisville, Kentucky. The licensee has several Model 660B camera’s which contain
Ir-192. During this inspection, the licensee was performing licensed operations at Jeffboat, Inc. in
Jeffersonville, Indiana. The licensee possessed one Model 660B camera which contained a high activity
iridium-192 source. The licensee had on site on radiographer and two assistant radiographers involved in
licensed operations. The inspection was extended through May 5, 2009 to review utilization logs and NRC
Form 241 documentation.

Observations and Findings

The in'_srpector reviewed licensed operations from approximately 10 pm March 26 through 2 am March 27,
2009. The inspector observed the licensee’s methods to ensure licensed material was used appropriately
and properly secured; no regulatory issues were identified. The inspector interviewed all licensee
personnel while at the site and determined that each had adequate knowledge, based on their positions, to
ensure the safe use of licensed material. The inspector observed the licensee possessing an usm? all
aﬂpropriate dosimetry and using the radiation survey meters in a manner consistent with NRC regulations.
The inspector reviewed the licensee’s transportation documentation and methods to transport licensed
material and did not identify any regulatory issues. The inspector performed an in-office review of the
licensee’s utilization logs and submitted I\YFIC Form 241 documentation and did not identify any reﬂulatory
issues. The inspector performed independent radiation measurements of the camera and areas where
radiation was expected and did not identify abnormal radiation readings. The inspector performed a side-
by-side comparison measurement between NRC and licensee radiation survey instruments; readings were
within acceptable limits.
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
