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Indian Point Unit 2 and Unit 3 Impingement Abundance Data Files, 1981-1990.

This Excel workbook provides impingement abundance data for Indian Point Unit 2 and Unit 3 for each year, 1981 through 1990.

Four separate data worksheets are provided along with a data dictionary and a list of source documents.

The contents of each worksheet in this workbook are described below.

All numeric values presented in this workbook were transcribed from annual Indian Point impingement monitoring reports, except for Atlantic and shortnose sturgeon as noted below

All numeric values presented in this workbook were subjected to, and passed, a quality control inspection process with an average outgoing quality level of 1% or better,

meaning there are fewer than one transcription error among every 100 data records.

DataDictionary Worksheet

The worksheet DataDictionary provides a listing of all variables (column headings) used in each of the four data worksheets and their

definitions, with notes providing further explanation if needed.

References Worksheet
The worksheet References provides the citation for each annual Indian Point impingement monitoring report that was used as the source documeni

for the impingement abundance data provided in the four data worksheets. The specific tables providing data for each of the four data worksheets are also listed in the reference citations.

IMP19811990 Worksheet

The worksheet IMP19811990 provides the total number of fish impinged for each taxon and for all fish taxa combined (TAXON 999) at Indian Point Unit 2 and Unit 3 for each cell under the variable column

EstComb for each seasonal stratum (winter, spring, summer, fall) in each year (1981-1990) transcribed from the tables in each impingement monitoring report as cited in the references.

This worksheet has the same structure and content as the file originally sent to NRC in December 2007 called IMP19811990.csv.

This worksheet should be used as a corrected replacement for the earlier file.

The total number of each taxon impinged was adjusted for collection efficiency, and the file is "zero filled" by assigning a zero value for each taxa not present in a stratumwhere sampling occurred.

If sampling did not occur during a particular stratum, the EstComb column is present but contains blanks

Stratum and annual abundance for Atlantic and shortnose sturgeon were derived from Indian Point Sturgeon Impingement 1974-1990.pdf (provided to NRC on July 1, 2009) and not from the annual

reports. Enumeration of blue crabs (TAXON 754) on both sample and non-sample days began in 1983 and continued through 1990 in the Indian Point Unit 2 and Unit 3 impingement samples.

IMP19811990strata Worksheet

The worksheet IMP19811990strata provides an abbreviated version of the same data found in IMP19811990.

Year, Unit, Strata, Taxon, Common Name and EstComb are the only variables presented in this worksheet.

IMP19811990oan nual Worksheet

The worksheet IMP19811990annual provides annual total impingement abundance for each fish taxon and for all fish taxa combined at Indian PointUnit 2 and Unit 3

for each year 1981-1990, and a quality control check comparing the seasonal stratum data and annual totals found in each report table.

Annual values transcribed from each table in the report reference list are found under the column labeled "Table Total" and are shown in comparison to those derived by summing the variable EstComb

found in IMP19811990, among the winter, spring, summer and fall strata to provide an estimate of the annual total number of fish impinged for each taxon and for all fish taxa combined

Differences between the numeric value for EstComb and Table Total for each taxon, Unit and year represent unresolved discrepancies within each report table

SEComb, the standard error of the annual estimate, and CV, the coefficient of variation, are presented in this worksheet and represent the values transcribed from the annual report tables
