Butler University is a non-denominational private learning institution specializing in liberal arts,
education, and pharmacy. The licensee is authorized to use P-32 and 33, H-3, C-14, S-35, and Ca-45
for laboratory research and student instruction. Since the previous inspection, the licensee’s use of
material has decreased significantly. Currently one faculty member is an active authorized user;
experiments were limited to in-vitro work with H-3 and S-35. The RSO anticipated a RAM waste pick up
by Jan. 2010.

This inspection consisted of interviews with licensee personnel, a review of selected records, and a tour
a laboratory within the pharmacy department. The inspection included observations security of licensed
material, personnel monitoring and postings.
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
