PROGRAM SCOPE

The licensee was a small engineering /consulting company. The office possessed five moisture/density

auges which were used at least weekly for highway projects during the construction season. Two
individuals were authorized to use the gauges. The licensee did not perform any service or maintenance
activities on its gauges. These activities were performed by the manufacturer.

Performance Observations

During the inspection, the inspectors toured the facilities and performed radiation surveys of the storage
area, examined the labeling on the gauge units, noted the locks on the gauge units, reviewed selected
records, and interviewed selected staff. At the time of the inspection, none of the units had been used for
one and a half years. The inspectors verified that the gauges were securely stored and locked within the
storage area. The inspectors examined the labeling on the ﬂauge and transport case, and reviewed select
records. The inspectors verified documents pertaining to shipping papers, operating/emergency
procedures, and NRC regulations.
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
