Dear Ms. Ullrich:

As you requested, this letter provides the results of the evaluation of the Bracco CardioGen Sr-
82/Rb-82 generator you investigated at Health Center Imaging in Connecticut. The generator was
returned to the South Plainfield manufacturing facility on February 09, 2010. To address your
questions, | am providing the following results of the evaluation:

1. A Sr-82/Sr-85 breakthrough test was conducted on the returned generator. The results of
that test were well within the product specifications.

2. A wipe of the outside of the generator yielded approximately 800 dpm. When checked for
isotopic analysis a small peak developed at 514 keV, indicating the presence of a small
amount of Sr-85. There was no evidence of Sr-82 or Rb-82 detected on this wipe.

3. During the QC breakthrough test the generator was eluted, similar to how it would be used
by the customer. The generator performed as expected during this elution and there was no
evidence of a broken column or any other damage detected during the test.
