Per your email below, you asked whether the term “appurtenances” as used in the warranty 
deed for the transfer of Pathfinder’s Lucky Mc site to DOE included byproduct material, as 
required by license Condition 28 in the Pathfinder’s materials license (SUA-672).  
 
According to the NRC Office of General Counsel (OGC), byproduct material does not fall 
under the term “appurtenances,” which generally refers to something that belongs or is 
attached to something else (i.e., rights-of-way, easements).  Byproduct material is more likely 
characterized as part of the land; therefore, it would transfer along with the parcel of land on 
which it is located.  Based on this information, It is NRC’s opinion that byproduct material is 
already included in the language of the warranty deed.

Pathfinder is on the verge of signing over ownership of its fee land within the DOE transfer boundary 
at Lucky Mc to the United States (DOE) by way of the attached Warranty Deed.  Our management has 
posed this question:  Does the Warranty Deed (which we understand reflects the exact requisite 
language for such transfers, and that has been reviewed and approved by the US Army Corps of 
Engineers), fulfill the requirement of Condition 28 of SUA-672 (see second attachment) that title to 
byproduct material is transferred to the United States?  Specifically, does the term "appurtenances" 
sufficiently include byproduct material on the transferred lands?  We assume it does, but an e-mail 
assurance from the NRC perspective would be most helpful at putting our mind at ease on this matter.
