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The licensee is authorized to possess Th-230, natural and depleted uranium as sealed or plated sources for 
instrument calibration as a commercial service. The licensee’s main customer for instrument calibration is the 
Army Corp of Engineers. Instrument calibration is the major activity being conducted under the license. The 
licensee is also authorized to possess natural and depleted uranium for possession of client contaminated 
instrumentation, tools and equipment, for use as calibration and analytical standards for use with gamma 
spectroscopy. Finally, the licensee is authorized to possess Th-230, natural and depleted uranium for activities 
related to the performance of radiological site characterization surveys, including collection and analysis of soil and 
other environmental samples and for collection of leak test samples. Currently the licensee only possesses 6 
exempt quantity plated or button sources for instrument calibration. The license is currently performing radiological 
site characterizations surveys only under client‘s licenses. 
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During the inspection, the licensee’s authorized users demonstratedldiscussed instrument calibration procedures, 
package receipt and handling procedures, inventory activities, and leak test procedures. The licensee maintains 
all sources in a locked and posted file cabinet when not in use. The staff performs an internal annual review of the 
radiation protection program annually, which is reviewed by the radiation safety officer. In addition, a corporate 
audit was performed of the program in October 2009 with no deficiencies or items requiring attention being 
identified.
