The nuclear medicine department was staffed with one full-time nuclear medicine technologist 
(NMT). The NMT typically administered an average of 2-3 studies per week day and averaged 1-2 
iodine-I 31 hyperthyroid therapy cases per year. The diagnostic procedures were predominately 
cardiac tests, bone imaging, In-I 11 studies, and 1-123 uptakes. The nuclear medicine 
department received unit doses and bulk Tc-99m from an area nuclear pharmacy. No seed 
implants or other therapeutic drugs have been administered since the previous inspection. All 
waste was either held for decay-in-storage (DIS) or returned to the nuclear pharmacy as limited 
quantity shipments. No change in RSO or NMT since the previous inspection. The inspector 
performed independent and confirmatory radiation measurements which indicated results 
consistent with licensee survey records and postings. 

Performance Observations 

During the inspection, the licensee’s NMT demonstratedldiscussed: ( I )  survey meter use and 
calibrations; (2) package check-in procedures; (3) unit dose prep; (4) wipe test counting and 
lowest limit of detection (61 dpm); (5) dosimetry of Part 20 limits); (6) written directives; 
(7) waste handling; (8) sealed source inventories and leak tests; (9) routine security of licensed 
material; (IO) 1-131 procedures; (1 1) dose calibrator tests; and (1 2) radiation safety program 
audits.
