We have completed our review of Amendment 32 which described the final 
design details of the Kewaunee plant system modifications that were reaUired 
to protect against the effects of postulated ruptures of lines containing 
high energy fluids outside of containment. These modifications had been 
proposed in previous amendments to the application; however, complete design 
detail and analysis had not been provided for some of the cases. Our review 
did not uncover any omissions to the applicant's planned modifications. The 
information given in Amendment 32 adequately assures that the required pro
tection of safety systems has been provided so that safe plant shutdown will 
be attained following the spectrum of postulated events.
