As requested, | am forwarding you a question summary for an upcoming
clarification call in early January on the subject Topical Report as follows:

QUESTION SUMMARY FOR KHNP CALL

Reference: Topical Report APR1400-K-Q-TR-11005-
NP, Revision 3, "KHNP Quality Assurance Program
Description (QAPD) for the APR1400 Design
Certification”

This comment has to do with the relationship between inspection
and test controls (i.e., the need for quality control of the test facility
as well as the items being tested). Our understanding is that

(1) Revision 2 indicates that KHNP would not directly perform
inspection activities; (2) Revision 3 indicates that KHNP will now
perform inspection activities; and (3) one of the reasons for
Revision 3 was that KHNP wanted to perform testing activities.
However, the second sentence in Section 10, “Inspection,” states,
“KHNP does not plan to procure items of plants during the
APR1400 DC application.” This statement could possibly imply
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NRC’s Question





The second sentence in Section 10, “Inspection,” states, “KHNP does not plan to procure items of plants during the APR1400 DC application.” This statement could possibly imply that KHNP has a test facility but does not plan to procure any items to facilitate testing. Is that the intent of the statement?





Response to NRC’s Question





No, that is not the intent of the sentence.  The statement, “KHNP does not plan to procure items of plants during the APR1400 DC application”, was meant to convey that KHNP does not intend to procure items during the DC application phase that will be used in construction of an APR 1400.  Items procured during the DC application phase will only be used for testing purposes.





As NRC has correctly stated at the end of their question, any test facility that KHNP constructs or purchases must and will have the controls of Appendix B and NQA-1 applied.  Additionally, KHNP understands that any safety related items that are purchased to be tested in a test facility must also have the controls of Appendix and NQA-1 applied.





KHNP is committed to applying the controls of Appendix B and NQA-1 to the test facility and safety related items to be tested.  As such, KHNP proposes the following revised language for Section 10.





Proposed Revised Language





KHNP has established the necessary measures and governing procedures to implement inspections necessary to support the purchase of a test facility and items to be tested in the test facility.  The necessary measures and governing procedures developed by KHNP will assure that items, services, and activities affecting safety meet established requirements and conform to applicable documented specifications, instructions, procedures, and design documents. Types of inspections may include those verifications related to procurement, such as source, in-process, final, and receipt inspection activities. Inspections are carried out by properly qualified persons independent of those who performed or directly supervised the work. Inspection results are documented.





If KHNP delegates inspection to Suppliers, Suppliers shall establish the necessary measures and governing procedures to implement inspections that assure items, services, and activities affecting safety meet established requirements and conform to applicable documented specifications, instructions, procedures, and design documents. Inspection may also be applied to items, services, and activities affecting plant reliability and integrity. Types of inspections may include those verifications related to procurement, such as source, in-process, final, and receipt inspection activities. Inspections are carried out by properly qualified persons independent of those who performed or directly supervised the work. Inspection results are documented.




that KHNP has a test facility but does not plan to procure any items
to facilitate testing. Is that the intent of the statement? If KHNP is
planning to perform testing, then the test facility and items being
tested have to be quality controlled. Please clarify our
understanding.
