Hi Pamela 
I didn’t forget you, we were getting the information from our supplier.   
 
There are 20 tablets per box, 160 boxes per carton, (3200 tablets per carton, each carton is 
15.5 x 11 x9 inches)  
The pallets are 40”x48”x42” and weigh 344 pounds. There are 40 cartons per pallet.  Pallets 
may be double stacked.  There will be about 128,000 tablets per pallet so you will likely receive 
1 double stacked pallet or two single stacked pallets

My warehouse person just informed me that they can’t accept any shipments April 16, 17 due to an SNS 
event going on.  I may have to make other arrangements and I need to know how many pallets we will 
be receiving.  I am trying to confirm to see if there are any other dates they are not available.  There may 
be a chance that we have to change our shipping location but I need to know how many pallets we will 
be receiving first.  I know it is about ~164,000 tablets.
