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NRC Names New Resident Inspector at Byron Nuclear Station

nuclear power facility is operated by Exelon Generation Co.

Draper joined the NRC in 2007 as a reactor engineer in Region III.
Originally from Walnut, I1l., Draper holds a bachelor’s degree in nuclear
engineering with a minor in mathematics from the University of Illinois.
