On behalf of the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC), | am providing the
remaining responses to your letter of June 30, 2016, regarding the recent study from the
National Academy of Sciences (NAS) entitled “Lessons Learned from the Fukushima Nuclear
Accident for Improving Safety and Security of U.S. Nuclear Plants, Phase 2.”
