Dear Chairman Zech:

BBC Brown Boveri Nuclear Services, Inc., wishes to provide its rationale in
support of the NRC's proposed amendment to the Emergency Planfiing Regulations.

Our reading of Congressional intent in 1980 was to authorize NRC's issuance

of operating licenses to nuclear plant owners that have provided satisfactory
offsite emergency planning, even if local and/or state officials refuse to par-
ticipate in demonstrations of these plans. To do otherwise gives de facto

veto power by local authorities over nuclear plant licensing, a power exclusively
vested in the NRC by the Atomic Energy Act, as amended.

Obviously this is a politically-charged subject upon which much heat, but little
light, has been focused. In spite of the political posturing to which you have
been subjected, NRC has no choice, under the law, but to act responsibly ian

issuing an operating license when all requiremeats have been met. The regulation
for emergency planning should be amended, as proposed, to require that the appli-
cant demonstrate that adequate public protection "...can...be provided." The
present additional requirement that adequate public protection "...will be
provided," goes beyond the influence and responsibility of the applicants, unfairly
penalizing them.

Even if some state and local authorities claim that they will not take action in
an emergency, we find it difficult to believe that they will, in fact, fail to
meet their responsibilities. In the final analysis, the public will not tolerate
irresponsible behavior and inaction on the part of its elected officials.
