(DENIAL OF HEARING REQUEST RELATING TO EMERGENCY PLANNING LICENSE
AMENDMENT)

The Commission approved a Memorandum and Order responding to a filing by Eric J. Epstein
and Three Mile Island Alert, Inc. relating to the Atomic Safety and Licensing Board’s decision

denying their petition to intervene and hearing request with respect to a license amendment
request submitted by Exelon Generation Company, LLC to amend the operating license for
Three Mile Island Nuclear Station, Unit 1. The license amendment request seeks to amend the
site emergency plan and emergency action levels to reflect the defueled condition of the unit.
The Memorandum and Order affirms the Board’s decision to deny the petition to intervene and
finds that the Board’s decision correctly denied the stay request.
