 On December 14, 2008, I submitted on behalf of the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission (NRC) the agency’s FY 2009 Annual Federal Plan on Executive Agency Actions to 
Assist Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs).  After the report was prepared and 
issued, the NRC received additional guidance to provide a table of FY 2009 Federal Agency 
Awards by Institution and Category.
